We are very proud to bring to Italy two of the most well-known and respected authors in the international
world of English Language Teaching.

David Crystal is a writer, editor, lecturer and broadcaster and one of the most important names associated with
the study of the English Language today. Having read English at University College, London, following various
specialised studies and research, he joined academic life as a lecturer in linguistics, first at The University of Wales,
Bangor, (where is currently Honorary Professor of Linguistics,) then at The University of Reading, where he held a
chair for 10 years. He published the first of his 100 or so books in 1964, and became known chiefly for his research
work in English language studies, in such fields as intonation and stylistics, and the application of linguistics to
religious, educational and clinical contexts. These days he divides his time between work on language and work on
general reference publishing. His authored works include two encyclopaedias for Cambridge University Press: The
Cambridge Encyclopaedia of Language and The Cambridge Encyclopaedia of the English Language.

David Crystal has been a consultant, contributor and presenter in the world of radio and television, including
programmes for the Open University and the BBC. He is currently patron of the International Association of
Teachers of English as a Foreign Language (IATEFL) and the Association for Language Learning (ALL), president

of the UK National Literacy Association, honorary vice-president of the Royal College of Speech and Language
Therapists, the Institute of Linguists, and the Society for Editors and Proofreaders. He received an OBE for services
to the English language in 1995 and was a made a Fellow of the British Academy (FBA) in 2000.

Herbert Puchta holds a Ph.D. in ELT Pedagogy, is Professor of English at the Teacher Training University in Graz
and is Master Practitioner in Neuro Linguistic Programming (NLP). For almost two decades he has researched

the practical application of findings from cognitive psychology to the teaching of EFL. Herbert has co-authored
numerous EFL textbooks, including English in Mind (with Jeff Stranks,) and Mind your English, both for the Scuola
Superiore and published by Cambridge University Press, as well as articles and resource books.
